Seven test to know if it is God speaking.

1. Does it agree with the Bible?

"Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will never pass away." - Luke
21:33 (GN)

2. Does it make me more like Christ.
“...we take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ." - 2 Corinthians 10:5

3. Does my church family confirm it?
"The wisdom of the righteous can save you." - Proverbs 11:9

4. Is it consistent with how God made me?
"We are God's workmanship created in Christ Jesus to do good works which God
prepared in advance for us to do." — Ephesians 2:10

5. Does it concern my responsibility?
"It is to God alone that we shall have to answer for our actions."” - Romans 14:10, 13

6. Is it convicting rather than condemning?
"Satan is the accuser of the brethren." — Revelation12:10

7. Do I sense God'’s peace about it?
"Let the peace of God rule in your hearts..." — Colossians 3:15
"God is not the author of confusion."” - 1 Corinthians 14:33
"He that believes shall not make haste."” - Isaiah 28:16
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
